STEP 1)

STEP 3)
Appoint a ‘Student Energy Monitor’ in your school - or even in every class - to encourage other students, teachers & parents to switch off standby power, overnight every night.  ‘Standby Sally’, founder of Standby Saturday can help with the student’s new responsibilities by providing a personalised Energy Monitor Sheet with handy hints & tips. STEP 4) 
Organise an arts or environmental lesson between 01st– 20th October where students can design & draw environmental posters to promote & display the school’s participation towards environmental improvement and its commitment to long term habit change.

A poster frame for free download is provided on the ‘schools’ page on the Standby Saturday website (www.StandbySaturday.com).
